(hereinafier referred to as the "Corporation”)
concerning Membership and Directors

1; MEMBERSHIP

There shall be four classes of membership, namely regular members, associate members, and
atfiliate members.

Regular members are those members as described in section 38 of By-law | whose
usual place of residence is in the Province of Ontario. Regular members are entitled
to all of the privileges of membership and are entitled to elect directors other than
associate directors.

Associate members are those members as described in section 38 of By-law | whose
usual place of residence is in the Province of Quebec. Associate members are entitled
to all of the privileges of membership and are entitled to elect associate directors but
may not elect regular directors or vote on any matter where the rules or regulations
of the Ontario Racing Commission prohibits voting upon such matter by persons not
resident in Ontario.

Persons who are licensed by Standardbred Canada and who support the objectives
ofthe Corporation but who do not otherwise satisfy the qualifications of membership
as set out in section 38 of By-law 1 may be admitted by the Corporation as affiliate
members. Affiliate members are entitled to all of the privileges of membership and
are entitled to elect associate directors but may not elect regular directors or vote on
any matter where the rules or regulations of the Ontario Racing Commission
prohibits voting upon such matter by persons not resident in Ontario.

Honorary members shall have the same privileges as affiliate members, but may not
be required to pay dues, as determined by the Board from time to time.

The area codes described in section 38 of By-law | shall be those as established as
at February 7, 2005.

Persons who would otherwise qualify as associate members or affiliate members
may, by special resolution of the Board of Directors, be admitted as regular members.

The Board of Directors, may, by special resolution admit as affiliate members or
honorary members any persons who, while they may not otherwise qualify, in the
